Interesting Guest Speakers

The 2006 Presidential Guest
Speaker is G. Dean MacEwen, M.D.,
a renowned pediatric orthopaedic
surgeon, educator, and researcher, as
well as my teacher and role model.

In 1953, Dr. MacEwen graduated
from Queen s University in Kingston,
Ontario, Canada and performed his
internship at the District of Colum-
bia General Hospital in Washington,
D.C. He then completed two residen-
cies: general surgery at Emergency
Hospital in Washington, D.C. and
orthopaedic surgery at the Campbell
Clinic in Memphis, Tennessee. As
Medical Director at Alfred I. DuPont
in Wilmington, Delaware, Dr. MacE-
wen developed a world-class pediatric
orthopaedic surgery program.

A few of his many accomplishments
include serving as President of the
American Orthopaedic Association
and Honoree of the Pediatric Ortho-
paedic Association of North America,
and authoring over 250 research pub-
lications. During the same time, Dr.
MacEwen trained multiple American
orthopaedists, including four clinical
fellows per year and residents from
six orthopaedic programs.

These accomplishments are great;
but fellow EOA members, | want tell
you what | believe was Dean s great-
est accomplishment. Dean advanced
the care of crippled children through-
out the world by sponsoring young
orthopaedists from outside the United
States to study with him for a year
and then encouraged them to establish
practices and educational societies in
their home countries. For more than
20 years, four to six young orthope-
dists came yearly to train with him.

How do you measure such a great
envisionary act? | can tell you that
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multiple pediatric orthopaedic societ-
ies started in all continents and the
leaders were Dr. MacEwen s students.
Through his efforts, the eld of pe-
diatric orthopaedics has improved
massively in the United States and
throughout the world. Today, Dr.
MacEwen continues to champion the
care of crippled children and is cur-
rently a professor at MCP Hahnemann
School of Medicine s Department of
Orthopaedic Surgery and a pediat-

ric orthopaedic surgeon for Shriners
Hospital for Children in Philadelphia.
I am very pleased to have G. Dean
MacEwen as the Presidential Guest
Speaker.

The Howard H. Steel Guest Lec-
turer is Dr John Gray, author or the
book entitled, Men are from Mars
and Women are from Venus. Many
of us have read his famous book (or
as with me, have had it read to us by
our wives with emphasis in selected
sections). | can attest that the book is
excellent and deserves our special at-

Dr. Gray is an expert in understanding
how men and women differ in their
approach to this world.
